Focusing on Rodin's hands which inspired this piece I researched methods to 
create castings of hands, what I found was a wax method of dipping my hands in 
wax several times to create a thick layer of wax casting and removed my 
hand, this then revealed my hand cast. 

I named this piece 'The Siren' as it appears that bodies are emerging 
from the water and calling you to come and discover them. I enjoyed 
creating this piece as it is quite disturbing and catches the eye. I 
feel I fulfilled my final outcome and achieved the appropriate standard 
of work.
